OF A GRANDMOTHER

“The prayer of a righteous person has

great power as it is working.” James 5:16, (ESV)

My dad's mom, my Mamaw, loved me with a fierce love.
After my parents' divorce (when | was only four), | spent
a great deal of time with her and my Papaw. One
weekend a month and several hot, sticky summer
weeks each year, | spent the visitation time | should
have spent with my dad with them. (My dad married a
woman who had no spot for me in their new readymade
family.) | remember being at Mamaw’s and being able
to sleep as long as | wanted and always waking up to
the smell of homemade biscuits. When | finally made it
to the kitchen, there would be a plate of syrup swirled
with butter waiting for me to sop my biscuits in. |
remember always getting an Alfred Hitchcock magazine
at the beginning of the visit full of thrilling tales | would
savor. My Mamaw also loved to read and particularly
loved mysteries, so this was a pastime she understood
and honored. Most importantly | remember the love -
the deep, deep love that sometimes smothered me
more than the thick humidity. But now, | treasure that
love.

| also treasure the prayers uttered on my behalf.
Mamaw was a worrier, but she took those thoughts
captive by surrendering them to the Father in prayer.

She bathed me in prayer along with all my cousins. She
never ceased to point us toward the One who could
meet every need.

C “What perfume are you wearing,” someone
/’/ -, will ask you as they hug you. You perk up and
' tell them the name, realizing you have a

pleasant and unique aroma surrounding
)t you. You are proud that someone
likes the perfume you have
selected for yourself out of all the
thousands available to you. Each of
us has a particular fragrance that we
enjoy wearing. | did a Facebook survey on
my friends and their comments were varied: some like
Ralph Lauren scents, some like colognes that have
been around for awhile, e.g., Elizabeth Taylor's
Diamonds and Sapphires or Vera Wang, and yet others
go for the more recently released perfumes, like Hearts
and Daggers by Ed Hardy, Pink Sugar, or Paris Hilton
Heiress. My personal favorite is Guess by Marciano.

Do you realize that you are wearing a fragrance as a
Christian woman? Have you had someone ask you
lately about your walk with God because they can
“smell the fragrance of Christ” on you? Many times
you don’t have to speak a word; your attitude and
actions will portray the attributes of Christ so that you
have a unique and pleasant aroma, causing someone
to take note of it.

Il Corinthians 2:15, “For we are to God the fragrance of
Christ among those who are being saved and among
those who are perishing.”

Ephesians 5:2, “And we walk in love, as Christ also has
loved us and given
Himself for us, an
offering and a
sacrifice to God for
a sweet-smelling
aroma.”

In tabernacle worship, there was a certain scent
associated with the Lord, and the priests were not
allowed to use this incense for anything else. (See
Exodus 30). In these modern days, with no tabernacle
and incense to release the holy aroma, we are to be
that fragrance of life to those around us.

The majority of the friends | surveyed said a fragrance
should be “light, sweet, not over-bearing.” The same
goes with the fragrance of Christ. You should not force
Christ's message on others. Just as you would not go
into a room and announce, “I am wearing Beautiful by
Estee Lauder today,” you do not have to carry a Bible

under your arm everywhere you go, or debate with
others. The message of the gospel is to be released in
the world through our Christian testimony. Just be
“light, sweet, and not overbearing...” let His fragrance
do the talking.

Realizing that God is involved in EVERY area of your
life will improve your aroma. When you can stand tall
after a crisis, or be kind to the grocery clerk, or smile at
the one who cuts you off in traffic, you are exemplifying
Christ in a way that gives off a sweet aroma all around
you. God is not just a Sunday God, but the Holy Spirit
resides within you 24/7. When you are in a room with a
particular smell for a long period of time, your clothes,
your body and even your hair will attract that smell and
you will carry it with you to another place. The same
goes with spending time with God in prayer and
studying His Word. The more time you spend with
Christ, the more His fragrance will anoint your life.
Also, surrounding yourself with Godly friends and
connecting with other believers will enhance that
anointing.

Another unique factor about fragrances is that the same
cologne will release a different aroma on each person
wearing it. | have admired Zena's cologne for over a
year and asked her several times what she was
wearing. It was Safari by Ralph Lauren, so finally I
bought me a bottle. | have worn a lot of Lauren’s
colognes and thought that this one would be a nice
scent on me as it is on Zena. Once | wore it a couple of
times, | realized that this was not the cologne for me. It
wasn't nearly as pleasant on me as it was her. Her
body’s chemistry was right for it, not mine. Christian
women have their own “scent,” so you should not try to
imitate others or serve in a ministry you are not called
to. You are unique and have your own talents and
abilities for God's Kingdom work. Just be kind,
affectionate, and compassionate, and imitate Christ in
all that you do. His fragrance will surround you and
have others desiring to be like Him, too.

1 Cor 12:1, 7, 11 “ And now, dear brothers and sisters,
I will write about the special abilities the Holy Spirit
gives to each of us, for | must correct your
misunderstandings about them. A spiritual gift is given
to each of us as a means of helping the entire church

3. When you discover your gift(s), do it with your
whole heart, loyally to our Lord and in service to
this Body. That's what brings increase and
fulfillment to us all.

No spa treatment is complete without a manicure! Our
at-home manicure takes about 30 to 35 minutes and will
leave your nails and hands looking beautiful! Follow
these simple steps for the perfect at-home manicure:

- remove old polish using a gentle nail polish remover.

- file your nails. The modern look for nails is to keep
them on the short side with a straight shape and
slightly-rounded edges

- soak your hands in warm, soapy water. Let soak for a
few minutes in order to soften cuticles.

- apply a few dots of cuticle cream and rub in gently.

- using an orange wood stick, push your cuticles back
gently. Never cut the cuticles, as this can lead to
damage and even infection.

- massage hands with a creamy hand lotion. Rub in for
a couple of minutes in order to fully hydrate the skin,
particularly if you are suffering from dry winter skin.

- wipe nails on a damp cloth to remove excess oll

- apply a base coat before adding two coats of your
favorite shade of nail polish. Always start on the side of
the nail and use three strokes to fully coat each nail.
Follow with a top coat, which will lock in your nail polish
for longer

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Honey-Ginger Tea

1. Grate a 1-inch piece of fresh ginger, peeled, using the large holes of a box grater, to equal 1
tablespoon. Squeeze juice from ginger into a teacup; discard the solids.

2. Place 1 regular-size green tea bag, 1 T. fresh lemon juice, and 2 T. honey in teacup with ginger.
Add 1 cup boiling water. Cover and steep 3 minutes. Remove and discard tea bag, squeezing
gently.

Note: Green tea in an excellent source of concentrated antioxidants that may help inhibit cancer growth.
(From Southern Living, April 2010.)

Basic Scone s Recipe
Makes 12 to 16 scones.

2 cups all-purpose flour 3 tablespoons butter
1 tablespoon baking powder 1 egg, beaten
2 tablespoons sugar ¥ cup milk (approx.)

1/2 teaspoon salt

Mix the dry ingredients together in a medium bowl. Cut in the butter until the mixture resembles course
crumbs. Stir in the egg. (If you are using one of the variations below, this is a good point to add nuts, dried
fruit, chocolate chips, cheese, etc.)

Gradually add the milk until a thick dough is formed. (It may take more or less than 3/4 cup.)

Turn out the mixture onto a floured board and knead lightly. Roll out the dough to 3/4" thickness and cut into
2” rounds or triangles. Gather the trimmings and lightly knead, roll, and cut them as well.

Place the scones about 1" apart on a lightly greased baking sheet. Brush the tops with a little beaten egg or
milk. Bake in a preheated 450°oven for about 10 to 15 minutes, until golden brown. Serve warm.

Variations of the Basic Scone Recipe:
Spiced Scones: Add enough cinnamon, nutmeg, cloves, and allspice to the dry ingredients to total
1/2 teaspoon.
Raisin Wheat Scones: Our favorite. Substitute white flour with whole wheat pastry flour or half and
half white and wheat. Use brown sugar instead of white and plain yogurt instead of whole milk.
Buttermilk Scones: Substitute buttermilk for whole milk and add 1 tablespoon sugar to the basic
recipe.
Walnut Scones: Add 3/4 cup finely chopped walnuts.
Cheddar Scones: Add 1 cup grated Cheddar cheese and 1/8 teaspoon dry mustard.
Dried Fruit Scones: Add 1/2 cup raisins, currants, cranberries, or chopped dried apricots.
Chocolate Chip Scones : Add 1/2 cup white or dark chocolate chips and 1 teaspoon vanilla to the
basic recipe.
Lemon Scones: Add the juice and zest of 1 lemon and 1 tablespoon sugar to the basic scone recipe.
